Eligibility: We welcome undergraduate students in any
major, from UF or from other colleges/universities, with a
2.5 GPA and the equivalent of one year of college Spanish.

FEES DUE UPON APPLICATION:

A $250 nonrefundable deposit toward the total cost of the
program is required at the time of application. The
remaining fees are due no later than 30 days prior to
departure.

After paying the deposit, students receiving financial aid
may defer part to all of the program fee upon proof of aid.

Not Included in the program fees:
UF local fees, round-trip airfare, additional personal travel
and personal expenses.

Service-minded students who have one year of college
Spanish or the equivalent and who would like to become
fluent in the language will have the opportunity to break
out of beginner Spanish and do service work in areas
related to their fields of study. Placement opportunities
include: teaching English to adults or children; first aid,
nutrition and healthcare; working with children in
physical education and arts and crafts activities, and
participation in conservation projects (i.e., such as
planting trees). The goal of this program is for students to
make a significant leap in communicative and cultural
fluency, through intensive Spanish language study, home
stays, community service, reflection, and cultural
excursions.

Students who successfully complete the coursework in
Santiago will be well on their way to fluency as well as a
major or minor in Spanish, as they will complete the
prerequisite for the first course that counts toward a major/
minor. The only opportunity to take accelerated
intermediate Spanish is on our program, as the course is
not offered on campus at UF

What Is Service Learning?

Service learning is an educational method in which
students learn through participation in thoughtfully
organized service in the community. The service is part
of the curriculum of a course and provides structured
time during which students reflect on what they have
learned from their experience.

Housing

Students will live with host families, giving them
an opportunity to be immersed in the language
and to observe aspects of Dominican family life
that are inaccessible to tourists. The homestay
includes three meals daily and laundry weekly.

Academic Credits

As this is a UF program, credits taken can satisfy
major, minor, and elective requirements
approval.
